Inhalt:

“Comparative Political Economy* analysiert das Zusammenspiel von Politik und Wirtschaft in
verschiedenen Landern. Das Seminar soll einen Uberblick geben uiber klassische und neue Themen
der ,,political economy*. Der Fokus wird dabei auf reichen, demokratischen Industrienationen
liegen (den OECD-Lé&ndern). Folgende Fragen werden im Vordergrund stehen: Welche Rolle
spielen unterschiedliche Institutionen und Regierungssysteme dabei, bestimmte makro6konomische
Ziele zu erreichen? Warum ist Einkommen in manchen L&ndern gleicher verteilt als in anderen?
Wie kann die Politik den Wohlstand einer Gesellschaft steigern? Das Seminar wird die relative
Wichtigkeit von Institutionen, politischen Konfliktlinien, Praferenzen, Parteien und externen
Faktoren (z.B. Globalisierung) beleuchten. Kurz gefasst geht es darum zu verstehen, wie
okonomische und politische Faktoren 6konomische und politische Ergebnisse beeinflussen.
